What is Title |

Title | is a Federal aid program
through which most school
districts receive funding to
provide supplemental
instruction for those students
who qualify. The funds for
each school district are based
on a legislative formula,
dependent upon the district’s
number of economically
disadvantaged children.
However, because we are
designated as School-wide
Title | Schools, Title | services
are provided for all children
who qualify as needing
assistance, regardless of
income. In Comstock Park,
Title | funds support students
in Stoney Creek and Pine
Island Elementary Schools.
